“When you try to mix together two ideas, a solution
hinges on a material that's comfortable for both,” says
kristen Mengelkoch, a pariner in Pisa Design,

In this case, that material was granite, which the
designer used on both the island and countertops, “It
also works well with the darker rift-white oak we used

on the lower cabinets,” Mengelkoch says.

To add additional lighiness, Mengelkoch painted upper cabinets and walls in the work
area a soft buttery yellow and tiled the backsplash behind the range in creamy beige
handmade G-inch-sguare tiles. To gain more counter space, she replaced 2 long, low
window with a smaller one. “Even though the original window was more typical of a
Victorian house, it limited the amount of counter space,” she explains.

In the breakfast area, once a porch which the owners enclosed, Mengelkoch simulai-

ed an old-fashioned Victoran ice-cream parlor
with a wrap-around banquette upholstered in
a mix of patterns and materials,

Mengelkoch custom designed the table using
a marble-patterned Corian that complements
the other materials selected, Walls painted a
soothing taupe give the eating cormer a dis-
tinct separate feeling from the kitehen’s work-
ing area, yel complements its vellow paint.

Thi owners are delighted with the results,
